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The progressive decline and finally the prohibition of the use of Methyl Bromide has created a gap in crop protection and especially in the protection of greenhouses crops. The main problems in greenhouses soil in Greece are (in importance order): the nematodes, the soil fungi, the weeds and the soil insects.

K+N EFTHYMIADIS S.A. in co-operation with DOW AGROSCIENCES have been developing the past two years a program for controlling the above problems. This program is based mainly on the nematocide CONDOR which controls completely the nematodes and has an indirect action on fungi and weeds.

Through the use of 1,3 dichloropropene in Greece it has been shown that:

· the areas that were heavily infested by nematodes (Chrissoupoli-sugarbeets, Ierapetra-greenhouses) started to be cultivated again.

· With the use of CONDOR, both the population of the “easy” weeds and the use of the soil fungicides declined.

Finally the CONDOR program is an alternative solution to Methyl Bromide.
