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The greenhouse area in Greece has been stabilised after 1990 to about 3750Has.

Till 1998 the 26% of this area was treated with Methyl Bromide for soil disinfection Methyl Bromide covered the 93% of the total disinfected with specific chemicals area.

The overall consumption of Methyl bromide - about 1000 MT p.a. - dropped to 750 MT in 1998 due to Montreal Protocol restrictions.

Our company has started extensive efforts to expand the usage of Dazomet (Basamid) based on positive initial trials results we think that the product has to be studied further on the application methods to give its undoubted advantages. Further Dazomet is the most harmless of the products which can be used for this purpose both for handling and from the point of not leaving residues in the soil.

Whatever the future of soil disinfection will be authorities have to insist on keeping the 25% of the quantity of 1991 for critical uses, with the obligation to use this quantity with VIF. Application models show the negligible differences between 10% or 25% critical uses.
