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There are 2.240.000 m2 greenhouses in Epirus (1.600.000 m2 of modern ones and 640.000 m2 of the TOL TYPE).

The type of crop is mainly tomatoes (90%) and the rest is cucumbers, fresh beans, peppers, aubergines.

The use of Bromide methyl in Epirus goes back to the time directly after the licence of circulation was granted in Greece.

It has been used as a soil disinfectant ever since (dealing with soil fungus, bacteria, thread-likes and pests).

The usual dose used per 1.000 m2 is 100 small bottles of 680 gr. The consumption of Bromide methyl in Epirus in the last decade is the following:

The above table indicates gradual reduction in the use in the last decade which is mainly because of the switch in the planting period from November to January-February (due to lack of Pyrenochaete licopersici) and simultaneous change of various kinds of crop type.

At the same time, in modern greenhouses one can observe a second planting taking place in the same year.

Since 1997-1998 there have been serious problems with thread-likes, due to the change of the LONG LIFE type of crop.

The sum disinfection started in Epirus in 1992.

Another reason for the reduction could be the cost of purchasing the covering plastic. 

It is concluded from the above that:

The problem of thread-likes is particularly a difficult one to deal with, when using the LONG LIFE type of tomatoes. Hence, the CONDOR type has been used, due to lack of any other solution, in the 2%-3% of the greenhouses area.

The use of Nemacur and Prericure during the period of cultivation is regarded as emergency intervention strictly prohibited.
