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Nearly half of all the greenhouses in Greece (4000 ha) are situated in Crete (1830 ha) and especially at the east and south part of the island. Cultivation of vegetables etc. under plastic films (high coverage) has started at the beginning of 1960. Most of the cultivated species belong to the tomatoes, cucumbers (on the whole about 80%) and a lesser extent peppers, egg-plant, melons, pumpkin plant, beans. 

There are many problems due to soil borne diseases –weeds – nematodes, that farmers in Crete are very much concerned. Their treatment includes mainly the use of methyl bromide and secondly the combination of other treatments like:

· use of other disinfectants

· solarisation

· grafted plants

· resistant varieties
