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In Peloponnisos the are of green house cultivation comes up to 830 ha and this is the 21% of the country cultures under glass.

The main greenhouse cultivation centres are: Messinia (Trifilia), Ilia, Lakonia and are followed by Argolida, Achaia and Korinthia.

The greenhouse crops started expanding in Peloponnisos in 1962 (Trifilia), where for the first time there was a mass production of vegetable products.

Today the 40% of the green house area is cultivated with tomatoes, then comes cucumbers with 20% and the rest are strawberries, beans, peppers aubergines, watermelons, melons etc.

The main problems are:

· nematodes

· Soil borne diseases and

· weeds

The control is done:

· by using methyl bromide (for example we refer that in 1998 we used 316 tn of methyl bromide

· by grafting plants

In west Peloponnisos this method has been applicable for 12 years successfully

· by solarisation (i) with common plastics, (ii) with light-tight plastics (iii) with light-tight plastics and biological factors

· by using resisting or tolerating variations

· by using other disinfectants

It is worth referring that we culture premature vegetables mainly water melon and melon in 4200 ha under low coverage.

The control of soil-borne diseases, nematodes is done by grafting plants in 100% of the whole cultivation area with successful results.
