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Cadusafos is an organophsphate Nematicide-Soil Insecticide of FMC Corporation - USA with the trade name Rugby 10G (Granular) and 100 ME/EW (Liquid). It is registered in Greece on tobacco and potatoes. It is also registered in France and Spain. It controls a large spectrum of nematodes and specifically the genera Meloidogyne and Globodera as well as soil insects such as Agrotis and Agriotes.

It is active by contact and injection and has activity against the eggs (Globodera spp). Its biological activity at the recommended rate of 30-50 lt./ha or 30-50 kg/ha lasts for 4-5 months. It is applied at the establishment of the crop but it can be used also, if necessary during the growing period. Cadusafos is not systemic and it is not uptaken by the roots of most plants to be transferred to their upper part. Consequently no residues have been found in most crop plants. The Pre Harvest Period (PHI) for instance for tomatoes has been fixed to 3 days. For the improvement of the protection of the user from the product it is under development and commercial introduction the 200gr.lt microencapsulated (CS) formulation.
